High School Course Descriptions

ART
AR101 - Art1

This course focuses on the foundational skills for Art. Awareness concepts are
studied in drawing, painting, printmaking, applied color theory, mixed media, and art
heritage. Instructional materials and methods are used to aid the student in
individual techniques and design.

AR105 - Drawing I

This course focuses on students' observational skills as they apply this creatively to
paper. Students would learn drawing techniques in graphite (pencil), colored pencil
and charcoal. This class is for those who prefer drawing.

AR106 - Painting

This course offers the fundamentals of painting techniques for the serious student
with minimal prior studio experience. Observational skills are taught through the
extensive use of still-life setups, with particular attention paid to issues of light,
color, and composition. Basic drawing skills are preferred but not required.

AR201 - Art 11

Art IT is an expanded course to further develop the foundational art skills. High
emphasis is placed on awareness studying drawing, sculpting, painting, printmaking,
color theory, mixed media and art history. Continued emphasis is placed on visual
thinking and evaluative processes which lead students to responsible value
judgments in art (worldview), which carry over to other areas of life.

AR203 - Interior Design I
This class will be an introduction to Interior Design principles.
AR205 - Dance

Students will learn the basics of jazz, ballet, and modern dance with an emphasis on
increasing flexibility and coordination. The WCA dance class can count as either a
P.E. or a fine arts credit. The class is fun and fast-paced. This is also a performance
based class. This class generally will perform once or twice a year.

AR301 - Art III

Advanced units of study are pursued according to the student’s individual interests.
Students develop a high level of performance and self motivation by having an
opportunity to plan their own course of study. Areas of materials, techniques, and
subject matter are studied with minimum guidance from the instructor.



AR303 - Interior Design II

This class will be a more in-depth study of the principles of Interior Design.
BIBLE

BB101 - Bible Doctrine Fall

Bible Doctrine is the study of what the Bible in its entirety has to say regarding each
teaching of Scripture. It includes the doctrines of God, man, Christ, salvation, the
church, and the last things.

BB110 - Pentateuch Spring

This is a study of the first five books of the Bible, and how they relate to God’s
covenant and the remainder of Scripture.

COMPUTER
CS101 - Computer Applications

This course is an introductory course designed to familiarize students with the basic
operations of a computer. Topics covered will include: Keyboarding, Basic computer
concepts, Word processing, Spreadsheets, Databases, Desktop Publishing, Web Page
Introduction, Graphics, and Internet and E-mail Basics. This course is designed to
provide each student with a working knowledge of computer utilization in everyday
life.

CS201 - Web Page Design

This class will focus on designing, creating, and managing websites utilizing many
different applications. It will include HTML, MS FrontPage, Dreamweaver, Fireworks,
Paint Shop Pro, Flash and others. This class will help with various school website
projects.

CS301 - Computer Science 1

This course is designed for the student who desires to acquire something more than
a working knowledge of the computer and applications. Problem solving techniques
and algorithm development will be stressed. Students will learn the Scheme
programming language and write practical applications programs. The class will
culminate with a group programming project.

CS401 - Special Topics in Computer

This class is by instructor approval only. This class is for the independent working
student. These students will be responsible to help maintain the computer network,
hardware, and software. They will learn networking and application development.
They will also choose a portion of their course of study with instructor approval. The
instructor will act as a guide and facilitator in the student’s course of study. Choices
may include advanced web design, CNA (Certified Novell Administrator Course),



Computer Hardware A++ Certification Course, and various other computer topics
such as robotics and Linux.

CS501 - AP Computer Science

This is a college level programming class utilizing the Java programming language.
Computer Science I is typically a prerequisite for this class. Problem solving
techniques and algorithm development will be stressed. The class will culminate with
a group programming project and taking the AP Exam.

ENGLISH

EH101 - Regular Prep English 9, World Literature

English 9 is a survey of world literature. It
uses the textbooks Understanding Literature and Appreciating Literature which are
anthologies of short stories, poetry, drama, nonfiction, and novels. Students will
evaluate selected works from each text for content, literary technique, and world
view. Trade books will include selections such as Animal Farm, Captains Courageous,
The Pearl, Pilgrim's Progress, The Old Man and the Sea, and Mythology by Edith
Hamilton. English 9 involves an on-going study of vocabulary and Greek and Latin
root words. Writing skills are further emphasized through regular writing and a
research paper. Composition includes descriptive, narrative, and expository writing in
analyzing both poetry and prose. Grammar will be reviewed and incorporated with
writing and vocabulary.

EH102 - College Prep English 9, World Literature

English 9 is a survey of world literature. It uses the textbooks Understanding
Literature and Appreciating Literature which are anthologies of short stories, poetry,
drama, nonfiction, and novels. Students will evaluate selected works from each text
for content, literary technique, and world view. Trade books will include selections
such as Animal Farm, Captains Courageous, The Pearl, Pilgrim's Progress, The Old
Man and the Sea, and Mythology by Edith Hamilton. English 9 involves an on-going
study of vocabulary and Greek and Latin root words. Writing skills are further
emphasized through regular writing and a research paper. Composition includes
descriptive, narrative, and expository writing in analyzing both poetry and prose.
Grammar will be reviewed and incorporated with writing and vocabulary.

EH103 - Honors English 9, World Literature

Students will evaluate selected works from each text for content, literary technique,
and world view. Trade books will include selections such as Animal Farm, The Pearl,
Pilgrim's Progress, The Old Man and the Sea, and Mythology by Edith Hamilton .
English 9 involves an on-going study of vocabulary and Greek and Latin root words.
Writing skills are further emphasized through regular writing and a research paper.
Composition includes descriptive, narrative, and expository writing in analyzing both
poetry and prose. Grammar will be reviewed and incorporated with writing and
vocabulary. The honors English class requires more work than a regular English
class; the reading selections and papers due will be almost twice the amount as



Section II. This class is a preparation for AP English, which is a college-level class.
Honor students will come to class prepared and ready to discuss each piece of
assigned literature orally and/or in writing. Any student falling below a grade of B+
by the end of first quarter will be moved to regular English. If it is determined that a
student has been mistakenly placed in English 9 Honors at the beginning of the
school year, the student will be transferred as soon as possible to regular English.

EH201 - Regular English 10, American Literature I

English 10 is the first half of the survey of
American literature from the early explorers through the Reconstruction era. The
class will emphasize how a particular author and his work are representative of the
cultural and historical time period in which he lived and wrote and of the world view
that he expressed. Students will also examine the various texts from all genres as
art forms and will analyze each on its own merit. Opportunities for formal and
informal speaking will pair with written responses to assigned readings. Course
content is available on the class CD, trade books, the Internet or other resources
that the teacher chooses. Public speaking is emphasized with students having the
opportunity to give informative and persuasive speeches along with practicing
debating.

EH202 - College Prep English 10, American Literature I

English 10 is the first half of the survey of American literature from the early
explorers through the Reconstruction era. The class will emphasize how a particular
author and his work are representative of the cultural and historical time period in
which he lived and wrote and of the world view that he expressed. Students will also
examine the various texts from all genres as art forms and will analyze each on its
own merit. Opportunities for formal and informal speaking will pair with written
responses to assigned readings. Course content is available on the class CD, trade
books, the Internet or other resources that the teacher chooses. Public speaking is
emphasized with students having the opportunity to give informative and persuasive
speeches along with practicing debating.

EH203 - Honors English 10, American Literature I

English 10 is the first half of the survey of American literature from the early
explorers through the Reconstruction era. The class will emphasize how a particular
author and his work are representative of the cultural and historical time period in
which he lived and wrote and of the world view that he expressed. Students will also
examine the various texts from all genres as art forms and will analyze each on its
own merit. Opportunities for formal and informal speaking will pair with written
responses to assigned readings. Course content is available on the class CD, trade
books, or the Internet. Public speaking is emphasized with students having the
opportunity to give informative and persuasive speeches along with practicing
debating. Students in Honors English are expected to perform at a high standard for
all reading and writing assignments. They should come into the class already
performing at or near this level. Frequently assignments are longer and/or more in
depth. Any student falling below a grade of B+ by the end of first quarter will be
moved to regular English. If it is determined that a student has been mistakenly



placed in Honors at the beginning of the school year, the student will be transferred
as soon as possible to regular English.

EH301 - Regular English Grade 11, American Literature II

American Literature II spans the literary
development of the United States from the era after the Civil War through present
day. In this class we will study how American literature has evolved and is still
evolving today. We will examine how events in America and in other places in the
world have influenced and are influencing the development of American literature. It
is hoped that through this class students will develop an awareness of historical,
religious, philosophical, and stylistic contexts which have shaped and are shaping our
national literature. Students should gain an understanding of ideas, themes, and
characteristics of American literature from Reconstruction to the present.

EH302 - College Prep English Grade 11, American Literature II

American Literature II spans the literary development of the United States from the
era after the Civil War through present day. In this class we will study how American
literature has evolved and is still evolving today. We will examine how events in
America and in other places in the world have influenced and are influencing the
development of American literature. It is hoped that through this class students will
develop an awareness of historical, religious, philosophical, and stylistic contexts
which have shaped and are shaping our national literature. Students should gain an
understanding of ideas, themes, and characteristics of American literature from
Reconstruction to the present.

EH302 - Honors English 11, American Literature II

Honors American Literature spans the literary development of the United States from
Reconstruction to contemporary American literature. A primary goal of Honors
American Literature is helping students develop a Christian world view in their
analysis of literature. Students should gain an awareness of how history, religion,
and philosophy have shaped our national literature. It is hoped students will learn
how to become better critical readers and critical thinkers through their study of
literature. Honors American Literature is designed to be more challenging than
American Literature II and is intended for students who plan on enrolling in AP
British Literature during their senior year. This course covers the works of writers
such as the following: Twain, London, Fitzgerald, Stein, Pound, Frost, Hemingway,
and Steinbeck. Any student falling below a grade of B+ by the end of first quarter
will be moved to regular English. If it is determined that a student has been
mistakenly placed in Honors at the beginning of the school year, the student will be
transferred as soon as possible to regular English.

EH401 - Regular English 12, British Literature

In this senior-level literature course
readings begin with the earliest written literature in English and end with modern era
works. Major literary authors’ works are read and critiqued for their cultural and



historical significance. Then going a step further, students evaluate the author's bias
and world view. Students review genres, literary techniques, and period and
universal values and conflicts. Students are expected to read closely and to respond
verbally and in writing intelligently and fluently to their reading. Some of the course
work is done online. Students also submit writing electronically and, therefore, learn
many needed computer skills such as documentation, formatting, and research.

EH402 - College Prep English 12, British Literature

In this senior-level literature course readings begin with the earliest written literature
in English and end with modern era works. Major literary authors’ works are read
and critiqued for their cultural and historical significance. Then going a step further,
students evaluate the author's bias and world view. Students review genres, literary
techniques, and period and universal values and conflicts. Students are expected to
read closely and to respond verbally and in writing intelligently and fluently to their
reading. Some of the course work is done online. Students also submit writing
electronically and, therefore, learn many needed computer skills such as
documentation, formatting, and research.

EH501 - English - Dual Enroliment

This is a college English class taught on campus. Additional prerequisites and special
approval required to enroll in this course. Students will receive both high school and
college credit for the class. (Additional fee of $80 per semester.)

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

FL101 - Spanish I

Spanish I is a beginning Spanish course which is designed to help each student
attain an acceptable degree of proficiency in the four skills of listening, speaking,
reading, and writing of the language. Emphasis is placed on the basics of grammar,
learning new vocabulary, conjugating verbs, and being able to speak the language
within the context of the contemporary Spanish-speaking world and its culture. Ven
Conmigo Level I provides an introduction to the language and culture of the Spanish-
speaking world. Scripture verses and praise songs are also learned.

FL201 - Spanish II

Spanish II is a continuation of the first year course with more emphasis on speaking
and writing the language and being able to conjugate verbs in all tenses. Translation
continues to be an important aspect of the second year course in which the book,
Ven Conmigo level 11, is used along with Spanish classical literature. Scripture
memorization continues.

FL303 - Spanish II1

In Spanish III there is an expansion of the materials studied in Spanish II. The
various tenses of verbs are learned and the vocabulary increases considerably, thus
making it possible for the student to write, speak and understand the language to a
greater proficiency within the context of the contemporary Spanish-speaking world
and its culture. Scripture memorization continues in addition to using the Spanish
Bible for vocabulary and grammar study.



FL102 - French I

French I is an audio-lingual approach to the French language with an emphasis on
speaking, grammar, verb conjugations and reading comprehension to attain an
acceptable degree of proficiency in the four skills of speaking, listening, reading and
writing. Allez-Viens Level 1 provides an introduction to the language and culture of
the French-speaking world. Scripture verses and praise songs are also learned.

FL202 - French II

French II continues the emphasis on the four skills of speaking, listening, reading
and writing and involves a number of new verb tenses. Allez-Viens Level 2 is the
text. Culture study continues with a focus on French art. Scripture memorization
includes entire chapters.

FL203 - French III

French III continues the emphasis on the four skills of speaking, listening, reading,
and writing. Several novels and plays are read and discussed. Scripture
memorization continues in addition to using the French Bible for vocabulary and
grammar study.

FL301 - Latin I

Latin I is a beginning course in which the immediate objective is to develop the
student’s ability to read and comprehend Latin. This is achieved through the practice
of precise and pure pronunciation in simple conversations which serve to establish
patterns and develop style. New vocabulary and syntax are introduced through the
conversations. In order to comprehend the language, the student must learn
declensions, conjugations, and the rules of grammar. The student is trained
thoroughly in word-building techniques. Content leading to cultural objectives is an
integral part of the Latin readings and the English essays that are in the text, Our
Latin Heritage.

FL401 - Latin II

Latin II is a continuation of Latin I with the continued emphasis on developing the
student’s ability to read and comprehend Latin. The students continue to master the
forms and syntax of the language. Stories from Latin and Greek mythology are read
as well as classical literature with the intent of giving the students an understanding
of the role played by Latin culture in shaping our own Western culture. The second
half of Our Latin Heritage is used as the text and the reader, Lectiones Secundae,
gives the student an opportunity to read more advanced material.

FL402 - Latin III

Latin III continues to focus on the development of the student’s ability to translate
and read classical literature. Declension, conjugation, and grammar are reviewed as
needed. The Roman worldview is studied through the writings of Sophocles ,
Euripides, and Cicero. Power point presentations focus on the lives of Roman
emperors such as Augustus, Claudius, Nero, and Julius Caesar. Lectiones Secundae,
level two, is used as the reader.



MATH

MAO0OS8 - Pre-Algebra

Pre-Algebra affords an opportunity for strengthening skills with basic operations on
whole numbers, decimals, fractions, and integers. Also presented are topics in
algebra, geometry, number theory, measurements, ratio and proportion, percent,
and probability and statistics. Students should also gain an understanding of the
mathematical order in the world that God created. Mathematical applications to
practical situations are stressed.

MA101 - Algebra I

Algebra I is the fundamental language of math. The objective of this course is to
teach students algebraic skills and how to use those skills in today's changing world.
Students should also gain an understanding of the mathematical order in the world
that God created. In Algebra I students will study patterns, relations, and functions.
They will represent and analyze mathematical situations and structures using
algebraic symbols. Students will use mathematical models to represent and
understand quantitative relationships and analyze change in various contexts. Some
of the main topics of study include: order of operations in simplifying expressions,
solving equations with coefficients, operations with powers and parenthesis,
polynomials, complex fraction simplification, and solving systems of equations, word
problems, factoring, and quadratic equations.

MA101a - Algebra I Part A

This course is designed to cover the first half of Algebra I. Algebra I is the
fundamental language of math. The objective of this course is to teach students
algebraic skills and how to use those skills in today's changing world. Students
should also gain an understanding of the mathematical order in the world that God
created. In Algebra I students will study patterns, relations, and functions. They will
represent and analyze mathematical situations and structures using algebraic
symbols. Students will use mathematical models to represent and understand
quantitative relationships and analyze change in various contexts. Some of the main
topics of study include: order of operations in simplifying expressions, solving
equations with coefficients, operations with powers and parenthesis, polynomials,
complex fraction simplification, and solving systems of equations, word problems,
factoring, and quadratic equations.

MA102 - Algebra I Part B

This course is designed to cover the second half of Algebra I. Algebra I is the
fundamental language of math. The objective of this course is to teach students
algebraic skills and how to use those skills in today's changing world. Students
should also gain an understanding of the mathematical order in the world that God
created. In Algebra I students will study patterns, relations, and functions. They will
represent and analyze mathematical situations and structures using algebraic
symbols. Students will use mathematical models to represent and understand
quantitative relationships and analyze change in various contexts. Some of the main
topics of study include: order of operations in simplifying expressions, solving
equations with coefficients, operations with powers and parenthesis, polynomials,



complex fraction simplification, and solving systems of equations, word problems,
factoring, and quadratic equations.

MA201 - Geometry

Geometry is that branch of mathematics which deals with the measurement,
properties, and relationships of points, lines, angles as well as two- and three-
dimensional figures. The word geometry is a combination of the Greek words “"Geo”
(meaning earth) and “"metro” (meaning measure). Thus, we will take this “earth
measure ” and endeavor to bring the student further in-depth with the discovery,
manipulation and adaptation of geometry in his/her “real world.” This course will
cover, but is certainly not limited to, the following concepts: geometric tools; basic
shapes & figures; spatial and intra-shape relationships; linear, planar and three-
dimensional space; special triangular & trigonometric relationships. Students will
learn to recognize reasoning and proof as fundamental aspects of mathematics;
make and investigate mathematical conjectures; develop and evaluate mathematical
arguments and proofs; and select and use various types of reasoning and methods of
proof. The course will conclude with an introduction to some concepts basic to the
exciting world of calculus.

MA301 - Algebra II

Algebra II includes advanced algebra, geometry, and introduction to trigonometry.
Some of the main topics of study include the real humber system, systems of open
sentences, relations and functions, operations with and factoring of polynomials,
rational expressions, radicals and irrational numbers, quadratic equations, functions,
systems, exponential functions, sequences and series, matrices, and probability and
statistics.

MA302 - Honors Algebra 11

Algebra II includes advanced algebra, geometry, and introduction to trigonometry.
Some of the main topics of study include the real humber system, systems of open
sentences, relations and functions, operations with and factoring of polynomials,
rational expressions, radicals and irrational numbers, quadratic equations, functions,
systems, exponential functions, sequences and series, matrices, and probability and
statistics. This class will move at a quicker pace, cover more material, and delve
deeper in mathematical theory behind the concepts. Teacher recommendation is
required for entrance in this class.

MA401 - Math in Society

This course equips students to make practical and wise consumer decisions. Many
areas such as banking, taxes, insurance, utilities, and borrowing are discussed to
prepare the student in making personal financial and management decisions.
Financial stewardship is emphasized.

MA406 - Algebra III with Statistics

This course will open wide the door to a number of advanced mathematical

opportunities to include a solid introduction to probability and statistics. It will also
provide advanced algebraic endeavors (to include matrices & linear programming,
linear & quadratic equations and systems, humber theory and even some discreet



mathematics) as well as some advanced geometric explorations beyond the
Euclidean realm. Throughout the course, the realistic need for organization and
analysis of data to include the interpretation of such will be stressed.

MA402 - Pre-Calculus

This course seeks to prepare students for success in Calculus. Some of the topics of
study include solving algebraic equations and inequalities; functions, inverse
functions, and modeling; polynomials and rational functions, quadratics and higher
order functions, solution methods and asymptotes; exponential and log functions,
their solutions and graphs; trigonomitry functions, radian measure, the unit circle,
right angle analysis, graphs, and inverse trig functions; trigonomitry identities; the
law of sines, cosines, and vectors; solving systems of equations; and the definition of
limits and continuity, working with tangent lines.

MA403 - Honors Pre-Calculus

This course seeks to prepare students for success in Calculus. Some of the topics of
study include solving algebraic equations and inequalities; functions, inverse
functions, and modeling; polynomials and rational functions, quadratics and higher
order functions, solution methods and asymptotes; exponential and log functions,
their solutions and graphs; trigonomitry functions, radian measure, the unit circle,
right angle analysis, graphs, and inverse trig functions; trigonomitry identities; the
law of sines, cosines, and vectors; solving systems of equations; and the definition of
limits and continuity, working with tangent lines. This class will move at a quicker
pace, cover more material, and delve deeper in mathematical theory behind the
concepts. Teacher recommendation is required for entrance in this class.

MA405 - Regular Calculus

Regular Calculus is designed to cover derivatives and integrals. The subjects include
functions, limits, continuity of functions, limits at infinity, derivatives, related rates,
exponential and inverse functions, definite and indefinite integrals, and volume
calculations.

MA501 - AP Calculus

AP Calculus is designed to cover the first two semesters of college calculus--
derivatives and integrals-- in preparation for the AP test in May. The subjects include
functions, limits, continuity of functions, limits at infinity, derivatives, related rates,
exponential and inverse functions, definite and indefinite integrals, and volume
calculations. Students are required to take the AP Calculus test in May.

MUSIC
MU101 - Varsity Choir

The Varsity Choir is open to students in grades 8-12 by audition. Students will be
introduced to basic choral techniques, sight reading, and part singing. A variety of
choral music from many time periods, languages, and cultures will be used. The
primary emphasis will be on singing Christian choral music. Basic music theory will
also be taught. The choir will have many performance opportunities throughout the
year.



MU201 - Vocal Ensemble

Small vocal group of special singer, and must be in varsity choir to be considered.
Audition required.



MU102 - Concert Band

Concert Band is an intermediate level Middle School band class. Intermediate
instrumental techniques are taught through a variety of band literature and
instrumental method books. Students should have one year of playing experience on
their instrument to be in the Concert Band. The class meets daily. There will be
performance opportunities throughout the year.

MU103 - Symphonic Band

Symphonic Band is the most advanced instrumental performing group. Instrumental
skills are taught through the performance of a variety of band literature. The varsity
band is active in concerts and music competitions. Students have opportunities to
audition for All-State and District Honor Bands and to participate in Solo and
Ensemble competition. Dedication and commitment are necessary to successfully
meet the requirements of this course.

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

PE101 - Physical Education 9-12

Daily classes will consist of warm up time, a planned activity, and a time for cool
down and dressing. Both team and individual activities are included. Students will
learn to encourage others and to adjust to physical successes and struggles with
good attitudes. Care of equipment is also emphasized. The course is organized into
units in which skill-specific activities are demonstrated after which students will be
given the opportunity to practice and then to perform the drill, game, or sport.
Hopefully, the class will contribute to the students' overall fitness over the course of
the year.

PE102 - Strength and Conditioning Physical Education

This PE class is available to athletes in every sport at WCA and is specially designed
to shorten time used after school for conditioning and game preparation in their
sport. General and sport-specific conditioning/workouts will take place under the
guidance of their coach or trained personnel.

PE201 - Health

Health is a one semester course taught to all sophomores. Health Class will introduce
students to a foundation for a healthy lifestyle as well as teach them some basic
emergency skills. The class is divided into three sections and nine subsections.

PE202 - Life Skills

In Life Skills students learn to glorify God by being good stewards of their money,
time, talents, and health. The course examines a variety of issues that are relevant
to maintain health and wellness. Topics include: nutrition, stress, exercise, substance
abuse, disease prevention, sex education, and personal management (finance, job
skills, resume writing, etc). There is no prerequisite.

SCIENCE

SC101 - Biology



The biology class will survey and ponder God’s creation of life and its processes. The
student will be challenged to gain knowledge based on observation and mesh those
observations with God’s Word to form conclusions using the scientific method. This
survey course exposes students to the scope of biology and causes students to
analyze life science using a Christian world view. Regular laboratory work and
research projects are an essential part of this course. Students will obtain scientific
knowledge, the facts, principles, and terms related to the living world and analyze
scientific data using a Christian worldview. They will organize plants and animals
according to morphology (taxonomy) and understand and use the principles of
Mendelian genetics. Students will also gain an understanding that organisms are
composed of chemicals, cells are classified into tissue, organs are made of tissues,
and organs function in systems. The class will study the anatomy and physiology of
plants and establish an ecosystem.

SC201 - Physical Science

This course will introduce chemistry and physics in a clear and concise language. A
better understanding of physical science will be achieved by individual and team
projects. The nature of the universe is a part of physical science. Physical science
studies tiny atoms and enormous galaxies. It studies the material of the earth and
their structure such as molecular and atomic. How and why do chemical reactions
take place? What substances contain compounds and elements? Energy and power
are important topics in physical science. The scientific discoveries are important to
the growth of civilization. Principles and facts are used by man through discoveries.
Scientific research depends upon pure and applied science. Applied science is
understood by man because he uses the results.

SC301 - Chemistry

(Possible Dual Enrollment in Calhoun, additional fee of $80 per semester -
Additional prerequisites and special approval required to enroll in this
course.)

Chemistry will give the student a better understanding of the world that God has
created. Students will gain knowledge about measurement, chemical formula writing,
quantitative theory, chemical reactions, stoichiometry, the periodic table and
chemical bonding. Problem solving and technical writing are important facets of this
course. Labs and activities will reinforce material covered in lecture. (If the class is
dual enrollment the student will receive both high school and college credit for the
class.)

SC302 - Human Anatomy and Physiology

The purpose of this class is to give the student an opportunity to gain knowledge of
the human body’s structure and systems with attention given to the relationship
between the two. Efforts will be made to give students practical reinforcement of
lessons. Areas of study include the relationship of anatomy and physiology, body
chemistry, cell structure and function, tissues, skeletal structures, nervous system,
endocrine glands, muscular system, heart and circulatory system, immune system,
respiratory system, urinary system, digestive system, and the reproductive system.
The class will be taught consistently with the purpose of WCA - “to train young
people in a biblical worldview...” The goal is to learn more about the creative work of
God and to prepare students for service to Him.



SC303 - Botany

Botany will enable students to explore God's world through Kingdom Plantae.
Students will study plant cytology, anatomy, physiology, and taxonomy. Traditional
methods of gardening will be combined with modern technology to produce
productive and beneficial indoor and outdoor gardens, which can serve as a habitat
for wildlife. Research, experimentation, and gardening will be an essential part of this
course. Students will analyze scientific data using a Christian world view, obtain
scientific knowledge, the facts, principles, and terms related to Kingdom Plantae,
organize plants by morphology (taxonomy), design, plant, and maintain an outdoor
garden area, design, and maintain an indoor hydroponics system, and understand
the natural cycle of the garden.

SC401 - Environmental Science

This course is the study of the earth and the various ecosystems. It focuses on the
ecological interactions, the impact of people on the earth, energy resources, and
resources in the biosphere. The objective of this course is to teach students about
environmental issues. They will learn about God’s plan for humans on the Earth.

SC404 - Earth and Space Science

Earth Science is a unified term denoting those scientific studies of the planet Earth
and its place in the universe. The unification of such sciences under a common
theme leads to some logical combination of geology, meteorology, oceanography,
and astronomy/space science. Although united by their common basis of origin (the
Earth) and understandable overlaps (i.e., ocean temperature effects on atmospheric
phenomena), each of the four sciences can be broken out and clearly defined for a
comprehensive understanding of these Sciences of Earth. Laboratory and fieldwork
for this course will focus on learning the tools for investigations in each of the four
disciplines and applying them to the Huntsville/Tennessee Valley area.

SC402 - Honors Physics

Physics is the most basic of all the sciences, that is, the basic of most everything in
life: motion, forces, energy, matter, heat, sound, light . . . . everything! All these
things, or, better yet, all that we see happening around us, can be described in
every-day written English; however, it has been said that mathematics is the
language of Physics . . . . and if you don't "get" math then you won't "get" Physics.
So, which view is correct? What one must realize is that, because of this wonderful
mathematical language connected to all these things, we can not only explain them
in the written language of English, but we can also analyze and model and even
investigate/demonstrate the laws by which every one of these things is governed. In
this course, the student will explore through coursework, laboratory investigations
and combined group work, concepts that include (but are not limited to): scientific
measurement; Newton 's Three Laws of Motion; linear & projectile motion;
momentum & energy, rocketry; Newtonian Mechanics, heat transfer, sound & light,
electricity and magnetism. Two-thirds of the third quarter of this course is devoted to
class competition in the Team America Rocketry Challenge (TARC) sponsored by the
National Association of Rocketeers. This includes the class’ design, development and
test of a model rocket to meet competition requirements. The remaining one-third
will include the usual coursework while the class endeavors to complete the
competition. Prerequisite: Algebra II, recommended Pre-Calculus.



HISTORY
SS101 - World History 11

This 9th grade course is a continuation of World History I. It begins with the
Reformation and goes through the world wars and up to recent history.

S$S201 - American History I

American History is a chronological survey of American History from colonization
through the early 1900’'s. The course traces the forming of our nation, its expansion,
divergence of society, and the industrialization period. The emphasis of this course is
pre-Civil War. Students are encouraged to discuss and form opinions so they can
become involved in analyzing problems through the process of critical analysis.

S$S202 - Honors American History I

American History is a chronological survey of American History from colonization
through the early 1900’s. The course traces the forming of our nation, its expansion,
divergence of society, and the industrialization period. The emphasis of this course is
to be pre-Civil War. Students are encouraged to discuss and form opinions so they
can become involved in analyzing problems through the process of critical analysis.

SS301 - American History II

This course begins at 1900 and continues through the present showing our growth as
a world power. The emphasis of this course is American growth as a world power
economically, politically, and militarily.

SS501 - AP American History

AP American History is a survey of American History from the founding of our nation
to the present. There is a major emphasis on interpretation of historical events and
documents. Students are expected to be capable of independent research and
analysis, as well as, writing major papers. The course is intended to challenge
students to a greater degree than the regular American History class; therefore, only
students who are both capable and motivated to accomplish extraordinary historical
research are encouraged to enroll.

SS401 - Government/Economics Regular

Economics is taught the first semester. This course provides a comparative analysis
of Free Enterprise, Socialism, and Communism as economic systems. Consumer
economics is also a part of this course with selected topics being covered. American
Government is taught the second semester. This course traces the development of
the United States system of government from the colonial period to the present.
American Government emphasizes the development of the executive, legislative and
judicial branches of our democracy.

SS502 - AP American Government/Economics



This course is designed to provide the student with biblical principles as well as
historical, theoretical, and practical instruction in and investigations into both
government and economics. The government section traces U.S. Government from
colonial days through the present with a detailed study and interpretation of the
Constitution, as well as, a survey of the three branches. The economics section
explores the various economic systems in the world with concentration on capitalism
and free enterprise system. Economic theory and practice are covered as well. This
is a college level course for serious and capable students with many tutorial-type
assignments. Students are required to take the AP exam in May.

ELECTIVES
EL101 - Dramal

This class is designed for a two-fold purpose. First, it will introduce the students to
the world of live theater. Then students will briefly study the history of theater. They
will learn costuming, makeup, lighting and set design as well as performance skills.

EL103 - Journalism

Journalism is a full-year, 1-credit course available to 9th through 12th graders. Its
purpose is to familiarize students with the fundamentals of journalism in theory and
practice. The class is hands-on, and students produce the school newspaper.
Students also learn to identify bias and worldview in media and to observe deadlines.
Quality journalistic practices are fostered through this typically small student-teacher
ratio group. Responsibility for the printed word is emphasized.

EL104 - Psychology

As Christians we understand that we are totally sinful. Because of our sinful nature,
we understand that sin is at the heart of every human problem. Therefore, in this
class it is hoped the study of psychology will enable us to understand our fallen state
and how our sinfulness influences our actions and reactions to those around us. We
will study issues in psychology and discuss how these relate to Christians and how
Christians function in the field of psychology. This course is a survey of the field of
psychology and includes the major orientations (neurobiological, psychoanalytic,
cognitive, behavioral, and humanistic), views of personhood, writing and research,
and relevance of psychology to everyday life. This course will also introduce students
to the methods, concepts, and terminology of the field of psychology. It is hoped
students will become aware of the contributions of psychology to the understanding
of human behavior.

EL106 - Yearbook

The major objective of the Yearbook class is to produce a yearbook for the students
which will serve as a history, record, reference and memory book. Students will be
expected to sell advertising for the yearbook and to market the publication to the
students and families of the school. In class, students are taught concept, design,
writing copy, and organization skills, which lead to successful completion of the
yearbook.

EL113 - Film Production



This will introduce students to all aspects of creating films. Students will storyboard,
write, produce, and film various projects throughout the year.

EL120 - Advanced Geography Elective

This course will provide the student with a more in-depth study of the discipline of
geography. Basic concepts and skills of the student will be improved through this
one semester study. The student will focus primarily on achieving proficiency in the
National Geography Goals of 1994. (Grades 10-12)

EL121- Modern European History

This study of Modern European History will cover Post-WWII Europe (1945) to the
Present. The student will be introduced to cultural, economic, political, and social
developments that have played a fundamental role in shaping the present-day world
in which they live. (Grades 10-12)

EL122- Home Economics

This course is an introduction to sewing, nutrition, cooking, and general household
skills.
